5 to 7 foot low pressure hose for second stage.

A submersible pressure gauge.

Depth gauge and automatic bottom timer and/or dive computer.

Buoyancy Compensator with power inflator.

Exposure suit adequate for the open water environment.

Slate, 2 Knives, lights (1 must be at least 6.6 watt), reel (250 feet) and lift bag (50Ibs or larger).
Dive tables - Navy air decompression.
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Costis $299.00; per class - or combined the classes for $499.00.
Boat & Quarry fees, rental gear if needed, and gas fills are not included.
